Applying for a Nursery Place

Admissions Policy.

9.00am – 12.00pm 3.0 As part of the Early Years Education Funding/free childcare or bought. 

12.00pm – 3.00pm 3.0 As part of the Early Years Education Funding/free childcare or bought. 

9.00am – 3.00pm 6.0 As part of the Early Years Education Funding/free childcare or bought. 

 

FUNDING OPTIONS AVAILABLE 

 

There are several types of government-funded childcare support you may be eligible for: 

 

2-Year-Old Funding 

You may be eligible for up to 15 funded hours per week if you receive certain benefits or meet 

specific criteria. You can check your eligibility and apply here: Homepage | Childcare Choices 

Universal 15 Hours (for All 3- and 4-Year-Olds) 

All children are entitled to 15 hours of free childcare per week, starting from the term after their 3rd 

birthday.

and reconfirm it every 3 months.
